The overraching feeling should be that of national interest and not any
regional bias.

The interview panel want candidates who are honest, analytical and trustworthy. The interview is the final
hurdle that delinerates the worthy candidates from the others. Therefore, the focus is on finding candidates
who are candid and coherent in the presentation of their answers. They are testing for clarity of thought that
is essential for civil servants.
