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OUTCOME BASED EDUCATION

Outcome Based Education (OBE) was introduced by William Spady in the early 1990s for the
American school system and eventually adapted by higher education systems. OBE is an approach to
teaching and learning that focuses on what students should be able to do at the end of a particular
learning experience or program. The emphasis is on measuring and assessing the outcomes or
achievements of students, rather than just their attendance, participation or memorization of facts. In
OBE, the learning goals and objectives are clearly defined and communicated to both students and
teachers. Teachers design their lesson plans, activities, and assessments around these learning goals,

ensuring that students have the necessary skills and knowledge to achieve the desired outcomes.

Assessment in OBE is also focused on measuring the degree to which students have achieved the
desired learning outcomes. This may involve a range of assessment methods, including performance-
based assessments, portfolios, and standardized tests. The benefits of OBE include a focus on student
achievement, improved learning outcomes, and greater accountability for both students and teachers.
The revised Bloom's Taxonomy provides a useful structure for defining and assessing learning outcomes,
and OBE focuses on designing instruction and assessment that support the achievement of these
outcomes. The revised Bloom's Taxonomy categorizes educational objectives into six levels of cognitive
complexity, ranging from lower-order thinking skills such as remembering and understanding, to higher-

order thinking skills such as analyzing, evaluating, and creating. The six levels are:

1. Remembering: The ability to recall previously learned information.
2. Understanding: The ability to comprehend the meaning of what has been learned.
3. Applying: The ability to use knowledge and skills in new situations.
4. Analyzing: The ability to break down information into parts and understand the relationships
between them.
5. Evaluating: The ability to make judgments about the value or quality of information based on
criteria.
6. Creating: The ability to use knowledge and skills to produce something new.
This taxonomy is widely used in education to help educators design instruction and assessment that align
with specific learning outcomes. The revised Bloom's Taxonomy is an updated version of the original

Bloom's Taxonomy, which was developed by Benjamin Bloom in the 1950s. The revised version was
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developed in the 1990s by a group of educators led by Lorin Anderson, and it reflects changes in the way

that education is understood and practiced today.

This assessment shall be based on a predetermined transparent system involving periodic written
tests, assignments, seminars and viva-voce in respect of theory courses and based on tests, lab
skill and records/viva in respect of practical courses.

Grades shall be given for the internal evaluation are based on the grades A+,A,B,C,D & E with
grade points 5,4,3,2, 1 &0 respectively. The overall grades shall be as per the Ten Point scale
provided in clause 20.2 of this regulation.

There shall be no separate minimum Grade Point for internal evaluation.

To ensure transparency of the evaluation process, the internal assessment marks awarded to the
students in each course in a semester shall be published on the notice board before 5 days of
commencement of external examination.

There shall not be any chance for improvement of internal marks.

For each course there shall be class test/s during a semester. Grades should be displayed on the
notice board. Valued answer scripts shall be made available to the students for perusal

Each student shall be required to do assignment/s for each course. Assignments after valuation
must be returned to the students. The teacher shall define the expected quality of the above in
terms of structure, content, presentation etc. and inform the same to the students. Punctuality in
submission is to be considered.

Every student shall deliver Seminar / Presentation as an internal component for every course and
must be evaluated by the respective course teacher in terms of structure, content, presentation
and interaction. The soft and hard copies of the seminar report are to be submitted to the course
teacher.
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1.10. There shall be an objective test in the nature of Fill in the blanks / Multiple Choice Questions

(MCQ) for awarding internal assessment marks for SDE/Private Registration students.
2. EXTERNAL / END SEMESTER EVALUATION (ESE)
2.1. The semester-end examinations in theory courses shall be conducted by the College. The
evaluation of the answer scripts shall be done by examiners based on a well-defined scheme of

valuation.

2.2. After the external evaluation, only Grades are to be entered in the space provided in the answer

script for individual questions and calculations need to be done only up to the Cumulative Grade
Point (CGP) and all other calculations including grades are to be done by the College.

2.3. Students shall have the right to apply for revaluation or scrutiny as per rules within the time
permitted for it.

2.4. The external evaluation shall be done immediately after the examination preferably in a

Centralized Valuation Camp.
2.5. PATTERN OF QUESTIONS FOR EXTERNAL/ESE:

Questions shall be set to assess the knowledge acquired, standard, and application of
knowledge, application of knowledge in new situations, critical evaluation of knowledge and
the ability to synthesize knowledge. Due weightage shall be given to each module based on
content/teaching hours allotted to each module.

It has to be ensured that questions covering all skills are set. The setter shall also submit a
detailed scheme of evaluation along with the question paper.

A question paper shall be a judicious mix of short answer type, short essay type /problem
solving type and long essay type questions.

The question shall be prepared in such a way that the answers can be awarded A+, A, B, C, D,
E Grades

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2.5.6. Questions should be asked as far as possible from all modules following a uniform
distribution. However, concerned BoS can change the pattern and type of questions subject
to the condition that total weightage should be 30.

2.5.7. End Semester Evaluation in Practical Courses shall be conducted and evaluated by both
Internal and External Examiners as per the stipulations of the concerned BoS. Duration and
other aspects of practical external examinations shall be decided by the Boards of Studies
concerned.

3. EVALUATION OF PROJECT WORK / DISSERTATION

3.1. There shall be External and Internal evaluation with the same criteria for Project Work done and
the grading system shall be followed as per the specific guidelines and stipulations of the
concerned BoS.

3.2. One component among the Project Work evaluation criteria shall be Viva-voce (Project Work
related) and the respective weightage shall be 40%.

3.3. Consolidated Grade for Project Work is calculated by combining both the External and Internal in
the Ratio of 4:1 (80% & 20%).

3.4. Details regarding the conduct of external and internal evaluation, criteria for evaluation and other
aspects relating to the same can be taken by the concerned Boards of Studies and shall be
specified in the Programme curriculum.

3.5. For a pass in Project Work, a student has to secure a minimum of P Grade in External and Internal
examination combined. If the students could not secure minimum P Grade in the Project work,
they will be treated as failed in that attempt and the students may be allowed to rework and
resubmit the same in accordance with the University/College exam stipulations. There shall be no
improvement chance for Project Work.

3.6. The External and Internal evaluation of the Project Work shall be done based on the following
criteria and weightages as detailed below:

4. CONDUCT OF COMPREHENSIVE VIVA-VOCE
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4.1. There shall be External and Internal Comprehensive Viva-voce; while the External Conduct of the
Viva-voce is mandatory and the Internal conduct of the viva-voce will be optional subject to the
decision and stipulation of the concerned BoS.

4.2. The concerned Boards of Studies shall design the structure, criteria, details of appointment of
Board of examiners (both external and internal) and other relevant aspects of its evaluation.

4.3. For a pass in Comprehensive viva-voce, a student has to secure a minimum of D Grade in External
and Internal examination combined. If the students could not secure minimum D Grade in the
Project work, they will be treated as failed in that attempt and the student may re appear for the
same next time in accordance with the University/College exam stipulations. There shall be no
improvement chance for Comprehensive viva-voce.

5. DIRECT GRADING SYSTEM

5.1. Direct Grading System based on a 10 — Point scale is used to evaluate the performance (External
and Internal Examination of students)

5.2. For all courses (Theory & Practical)/Semester/Overall Programme, Letter grades and
GPA/SGPA/CGPA are given on the following way:

5.3. No separate minimum is required for Internal evaluation for a pass, but a minimum P Grade is
required for a pass in the external evaluation. However, a minimum P grade is required for pass
in a course.

5.4. A student who fails to secure a minimum grade for a pass in a course will be permitted to write
the examination along with the next batch.

5.4.1.Improvement of Course- The candidates who wish to improve the grade / grade point of the
external examination of a course/s they have passed already can do the same by appearing in the
external examination of the concerned semester along with the immediate junior batch.

5.4.2. Betterment Programme One time- A candidate will be permitted to improve the CGPA of the
Programme within a continuous period of four semesters immediately following the completion
of the programme allowing only once for a particular semester. The CGPA for the betterment
appearance will be computed based on the SGPA secured in the original or betterment
appearance of each semester whichever is higher.

Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA) — Calculation The SGPA is the ratio of sum of the product of
the number of credits with the grade points scored by a student in all the courses taken by a student
and the sum of the number of credits of all the courses taken by a student. After the successful
completion of a semester, Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA) of a student in that semester is
calculated using the formula given below:

Semester Grade Point Average - SGPA (Sj) = £(Ci x Gi) / Cr
(SGPA= Total Credit Points awarded in a semester / Total credits
of the semester)

Where ‘Sj’ is the jth semester , ‘Gi ‘ is the grade point scored by the student in the ith course 'ci ‘ is the
credit of the ithcourse,'Cr’ is the total credits of the semester.

Model calculation is given in the Annexure:
20.6 Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) - Calculation
Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) = 2(Ci x Si) / Cr(CGPA= Total
Credit points awarded in all semesters/Total credits of the programme)

Where C1 is the credit of the Ist semester S1 is the SGPA of the Ist semester and Cr is the total
number of credits in the programme. The CGPA is also calculated in the same manner taking into
account all the courses undergone by a student over all the semesters of a programme. The SGPA and
CGPA shall be rounded off to 2 decimal points.

For the successful completion of a semester, a student should pass all courses and score a minimum
SGPA of 2.0. However, the students are permitted to move to the next semester irrespective of their
SGPA.

The Cold waves that began on January 1 has not only affected tea plantations in Munnar but also the
grasslands of the Eravikulam National Park (ENP), the natural habitat of the Nilagiri Tahr.

The upper reaches of Munnar have been experiencing temperatures below Zero o C since the start of the
month, which is unusual, and mercury dropped to -4 o C after a decade in the region. Munnar wild life
Warden Laksmi R. Told the Hindu on Saturday that the vast areas of grasslands in th ENP had dried up.
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She said it was a matter of concern as the area would turn fire prone well before the drought season. She
said Pampadumchola was experiencing subzero temperature continuously and mercury dropped to — 4 0
Cthere.
