The Cold waves that began on January 1 has not only affected tea plantations in Munnar but also the
grasslands of the Eravikulam National Park (ENP), the natural habitat of the Nilagiri Tahr.

As per the paper read 2", every Autonomous College shall constitute a Board of Studies of its
own for each subject of study or group of subjects in which the college conducts courses or
intends to conduct courses. As per the paper read (3) the Board of Studies of Autonomous
College shall consists of the following members, namely:-

a) Head of the Department not below the rank of an Associate Professor.

b) Not more than six teachers with Ph.D nominated by the Principal.

c) two external experts nominated by the Academic Council of the Autonomous College.
d) one expert nominated by the Vice- Chancellor.
e) one representative from industry, corporate sector or allied area relating to placement.
f) one meritorious alumnus who has completed a PG Programme of the University to be
nominated by the Principal.
As per paper read 5, the Vice-Chancellor, University of Calicut has nominated one expert each
to 15 Board of Studies formed by the College.
Subject to ratification by the Academic Council of the College, Principal has nominated 2
Experts each to 15 Board of Studies.

Therefore the Principal has hereby re-constituted all the 15 Boards of Studies with
retrospective effect from 27-08-2019.
